 Safeguarding Youth Training—BSA requirements designed to keep Scouts safe from abuse. Required for all adults 
who have any contact with the Scouts. Initial course is 90 minutes. Valid for one year, with annual update lasting 
about 15 minutes. 

 Scoutmaster [& Assistant] Position Specific Training—Online part of training required for all SMs & ASMs. About 
192 minutes for all four modules. Valid indefinitely. 

 Hazardous Weather—Safety precautions for different types of potentially dangerous weather. Required of all 
Scoutmaster/Assistant Scoutmasters, and all adults on a troop trek. About 31 minutes. Valid for 2 years. 

 Troop Committee Training—Online required training for all troop committee members. About 102 minutes. Valid 
indefinitely. 

 Drive Safely—Covers safe driving practices. Recommended for all leaders & parents. About 60 minutes. Valid 
indefinitely. 

 Merit Badge Counselor Training—Training course for all merit badge counselors (recommended but not yet 
required for all merit badge counselors). About 34 minutes. Valid indefinitely. 

 Safe Swim Defense & Safety Afloat—Key principles for conducting a safe swim activity; and the key principles for 
conducting a safe canoeing, sailing, or other activity afloat. Safe Swim (26 minutes); Safety Afloat (30 minutes). Valid 
for 2 years. 

 Introduction to Outdoor Leader Skills/IOLS—Covers the outdoor aspects of the Scout program. Valid indefinitely. 
Provided by local district; lasts one weekend.
